1. Observe the safety instruction given on the fireworks. 2.
Do not point the fireworks toward people or house. 3. No
fireworks under the strong wind. 4. Bring a bucket full of
water. 5. Finished fireworks shall be put in the bucket to
put off the fire. 6. Do not handle fireworks without adults
supervision. 7. Do not set a fire to many fireworks at a time.
8. Set a fire to correct position of the fireworks. 9. Do not
look into the tubular fireworks even when the fire goes off.
10. Do not break down the fireworks at any time.

No Water Accidents ! —Caution at Sea,

River or Swimming Pool Activities

1. Children are drowned even with shallow
water. Adults shall not look away from the
children playing in or by the water. 2. Beware of swift
water or abrupt drop-off of the river and sea current. 3.
Beware of the weather change when doing outing at the sea
or river. 4. No swimming in poor physical conditions or after
drinking alcohol. 5. Wear a lifesaving jacket even at
non-swimming sports like fishing.
